Pupils are taught
to look at the pictures, discuss the events and
characters, predict what may happen next and
consider alternative scenarios.
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Improves spelling

(When a child learns a word by writing it as a complete word,
muscle-memory helps the child remember how to spell the word,
as they remember how the word feels, looks and sounds.)

Improves grammar
(Eventuadlly, it is easier to see the full word and use the correct
spacing which makes it easier to know where to punctuate.)
